PURPOSES OF FRIENDS OF HMS KING GEORGE V 

1. NAME

The Community, resurrected from 'The KGV Association' in existence from 1989 to 2010, shall be called ‘Friends of KGV.’
2. AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

The Community is formed to:

a)
Re-unite all ex-Crew Members who served on board HMS King George V from the date of her first commissioning until she was withdrawn from service.

b)
Prepare and Publish on the Community website, www.kgva.org, occasional newsletters, informing of Members’ activities, in order to encourage a two-way flow of information on all matters deemed to be of interest to Members.

To encourage the formation of local communities, wherever practical, so that local meetings can be held to foster comradeship and enhance the benefits to members.
